AmeriCorps Volunteers Make an Instant Impact

The AmeriCorps (National Civilian Community Corp) NCCC is a team-based program

for young adults, from the ages of 18 to 24 to develop leadership skills and strengthen
communities by completing service projects. For six weeks, the AmeriCorps NCCC

Class 24 (Water 4) helped El Pasoans Fighting Hunger process 132,732 pounds of food,
assembled and distributed 44 emergency food boxes, as well as distributed food bags at
mobile pantries totaling 1,305 pounds.

“It's amazing to see the work and all the food we processed and to the see the families
that it goes to. We are happy to see the difference it makes,” AmeriCorps NCCC Team
Leader, Taylor Traub said.

The group also developed
databases for the food bank,
created flyers for events, and
assisted in creating a volunteer
recruitment video.“They
were a valuable resource,”
Chief Development Officer
Terri Wyatt said.“The team
helped with research and
initiatives that the Food Bank
is looking at.”
